
 

                                        
 

Hours of Operation: Monday - Sunday, 8am - 9pm 

 
1. Directions: Fam Camp is located off of I-20 at exit 23. If you’re arriving from the East, turn left onto Industrial Drive.  If 

you’re coming from the West, turn right onto Industrial Drive. Once you pass two gas stations (one on both side of 
you), look for the Army Reserve Station sign to your left.  Turn left at this sign.  Go over the railroad tracks and bridge.  
Once you enter the gate, turn left onto Lindberg Rd. and proceed for approximately 1.5 miles.  Turn left on Range 
Road (at the Airman Training School sign).  Drive for approximately 2.5 miles. Once you see the Sea Bee (large 
bumblebee with a sailor hat), take the second right after crossing the bridge.  If you get lost, call us.  

2. Campsites: Fam Camp consists of 42 campsites with 50/30/20 amp hookups, water, sewer and WIFI.  A site with all 
amenities is $350/month, $90/week or $14/day.  Primitive (tent) camping is $4 per night.   

3. Recreational Lodging: Six campers are available for rent for $30 per night and sleep at least five people.  All 
campers and are equipped with all amenities (slide outs, TV, linens, kitchen utensils, coffee pot, toaster, and 
refrigerator).  Fully furnished mobile homes are also available for $49 per night and are also equipped with all 
amenities (TV/satellite, refrigerator, beds, towels, dishes, glasses, sheets etc...).  They are rented by reservation only. 
Reservations are accepted up to 90 days in advance. Persons bringing pets must pay a $50 refundable deposit. 

4. Bookings / Reservations: Call 318.456.2679, 318.453.7176 or DSN 781.2679 to book an outing at Fam Camp.  
Reservations for Cullen or Clear Lake Park are available for squadron parties or family gatherings. Call 318.456.3426 
for more information on reserving these parks. 

5. Club House – Restrooms, Showers & Laundry Facility: The Fam Camp clubhouse is a fully equipped laundry, 
restroom and shower facility available for use by all campers alike. It also has a socializing area with relaxing arm 
chairs, large screen TV, computer lab with WIFI and a fireplace.  The club house is secured by a cipher lock system.  
The combination is available from the office or the camp host located in site 1 and 2. 

6. Telephone: A telephone is located in the breezeway of the club house and may be used for on-base numbers and 
emergency numbers only. The Fam Camp office, located in the club house, will dial local area numbers for you, when 
needed, during normal operating hours.  The closest pay phone is located at the Shoppette in Capehart Housing. 

7. Maps:  Copies of on-base maps are available from the office staff. 

8. Gas / Shoppette: A small Shoppette is located approximately 1.5 miles from Fam Camp. Directions to the Shoppette 
from Fam Camp: Turn right onto the main road from either the Cullen Park exit or the Fam Camp entrance/exit.  Drive 
approximately one mile and the Shoppette will be located on your right. It has a pay phone on the outside of the 
building.  Gas pumps are available both for cars and motor homes. There is no diesel on base. The closest diesel 
pumps are located just outside the East gate. 

9. Lakes / Fishing: Barksdale AFB has several lakes located near Fam Camp including Flag Lake, Harmon Lake, Moon 
Lake, Austin Pond and Red Horse Pond.  Directions to these lakes are available at the Civil Engineering Natural 
Resources Office located across the street from Clear Lake Park.  Both a state license and a base permit are required 
to fish on base.  Base licenses are available at the Shoppette and state licenses are available at any sporting goods 
store. 

10. Boat Rental / Camping Equipment Rental: Equipment Rental has a wide variety of boating and camping equipment 
available for rent including canoes, paddleboats, campers, boats, ice chests, sleeping bags and more.  Equipment 



Rental is open Monday through Friday from 8am to 5pm and on Saturdays and Sundays from 9am to 3pm.  They are 
closed on national holidays.  Call 318.456.3426 for available equipment and pricing information. 

11. Duration of Stay: All sites are filled on a first come, first serve basis. There is a maximum 30-day stay if space is 
unavailable when new Fam Camp patrons arrive.  Exceptions may occur due to natural disasters which will require 
the Outdoor Recreation Director’s approval.  

12. Gray Water: Under no circumstances will gray water be dumped on the ground in the Fam Camp area or any place 
on Barksdale AFB.  YOU WILL BE FINED. 

13. Problems / Questions: If you have any suggestions on how Fam Camp can better serve your needs, please let us 
know.  We encourage you to fill out a customer comment card to let us know what you liked and what you felt needed 
improvement.

1. Open campfires are ONLY permitted under direct adult supervision. 

2. Pets must be kept under control and on a leash at all times.  Pets may not be left outdoors at night or when you are 
not at your camper.  All pet waste must be picked up.  

3. Do not use Fam Camp for the storage of any recreational vehicles (boats, ATVs, trailers, etc). 

4. Check out time is 1200. Customers may extend their stay by paying additional fees at the Fam Camp office. 

5. Trees and wildlife in both the parks and Fam Camp must NOT be disturbed for any reason.  DO NOT FEED THE 
ALLIGATORS!  Keep pets away from the edge of the bayou. 

6. Fam Camp’s SPEED LIMIT is 5mph and is strictly enforced. 

7. QUIET HOURS: 10 pm – 7 am
